September 10, 2010

The Nebraska Coalition for Juvenile Justice Committee met Friday, September 10, 2010
at 11:00 a.m., following an hour long tour at the Lancaster County Youth Services Center,
located at 1200 Radcliff Street, Lincoln, Nebraska. Notice of this meeting was published August
27,2010 in the Lincoln Journal Star.

Call to Order, Roll Call

The meeting was called to order at 11:15 a.m. by Linda Benjamin, Chairman. Benjamin
reminded the group we are in compliance with the Open Meeting Act.

Presentation of Studio 2B Girl Scouts Program

Lisa Hiatt, Studio 2B Girl Scouts program spoke on the opportunities available for females to be
active in non-traditional Girl Scout troops. Hiatt reported many youth who are involved in non-
traditional Girl Scouts are limited by economic resources making membership dues,
transportation and parental involvement limited. Hiatt reported Girl Scouts is being brought to
underserved populations in the form of after school programs in Grand island, Lincoln and
Omaha. These after school programs have also expanded to include Bryan Community Learning
in Lincoln, Uta Hallee in Omaha and the Lancaster County Youth Services Center. All programs
are lead by community volunteers with over twenty-nine (29) volunteers in the Lincoln area.
Hiatt reported the Girl Scouts is currently working with youth and facilities to be able to keep
girls active in the program after they transition to new schools or facilities. Hiatt reported the
increase in participants and the communities’ willingness to assist is promising.

Presentation on the CJJ Youth Retreat

Blakely reported on attending the Coalition on Juvenile Justice {Cl)) Youth Retreat held in D.C.
in July, 2010. Blakely and Brostrom attended on behalf of the Coalition. Blakely reported much
information sharing between states on recruitment and retention. She stated the positive
feedback on youth manuals was significant and many states reported distributing youth
manuals to all SAG members. Blakely shared ideas of alternatives to list serves such as
Facebook. She also spoke about expanding the National Youth Coalition to incorporate more
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regional speakers. Blakely stated herself and Brostrom met with Senators while in D.C. Blakely
presented the group with a handout of the Youth Prison Reduction through Opportunities,
Mentoring, Intervention, Support and Education (PROMISE) Act.

Presentation on the 2010 Kids Count Report

Breazile reported on the Juvenile Justice Data from Kids Count in Nebraska compiled by Voices
for Children. Breazile reported Voices had worked in collaboration with the Annie E. Casey
Foundation to produce state and national data trends for 2008. Data was reported for a variety
of youth related trends including but not limited to percent of low-birthrate babies, teen birth
rate and number of juvenile arrests,

Presentation on Statewide Juvenile Detention Screening Risk Assessment

Steel reported on the Annie E. Casey Foundation’s Juvenile Detention Alternative Initiative
{JDAI} Model Sites and Nebraska's progress in becoming one. Steel reported on the detention
population reductions in JDAI model sites as well as their success with the overall process of
Juvenile Intakes and the impacts on juveniles and communities. Steel presented specifically on
the new screening tool, which is from Santa Cruz, CA. Steel outlined the Juvenile Intake process
which was implemented in July 2010. This included intake eligibility, probation response times
and screening assessments. Steel expressed optimism of the many positive effects this will
bring to Nebraska’s youth, criminal justice system and communities.

The Youth Prison Reduction through Opportunities, Mentoring, Intervention,
Support, and Education (PROMISE) Act

Sponsars of the Youth PROMISE Act:

H.R. 1064 - Rep. Bobhy Scott (D-VA} and Rep. Mike Castle (R-DE)

Highlights of support:

H.R. 1064 has 235 cosponsors [216 Demacrats, 19 Republicans] in the House. 5. 435 has 15
cosponsors in the Senate {34 Democrats, 1 Republican).

The Youth PROMISE Act is endorsed by 126 national organizations, 116 state/local organizations,
Twelve local jurisdictions have passed resolutions in support of YPA.

Reasons |/we support the Youth PROMISE Act:

1.

Strong focus on the use of evidence-based practices: The Youth PROMISE Act targets evidence-
based strategies that are proven to reduce and prevent youth violence and delinquency. In
addition, the bl requires that thorough assessment and evaluation measures be implemented to
ensure that resources are directed toward communities faced with the most challenging levals of
gang activity.

Inclusive PROMISE Coordinating Councils: 8ased on aur experience, the most effective, sustainable
way to address youth violence is to provide an integrated approach that engages the whole
community, including social service providers, faith-based organizations, schools, law enforcement
agencies, youth and parents. The Youth PROMISE Act affirms this approach effectively by requiring
that the PROMISE Coordinating Councils be comprised of all key community stakeholders. We
applaud in particular, the requirement to invoive youth themselves as full members of the
coordinating councils,

Focus on the impact of cost savings related to prevention and intervention: The bili is designed to
leverage the significant savings generated when investments are made in early childhood education,
after-school programs, mentoring, and other prevention and intervention efforts, as opposed to just
incarceration and prosecution strategies. We affirm the re-investment of these savings back into
the programs supported by this bill.

Emphasis on youth-oriented policing: in our work, we have experienced first-hand the value of
warking with law enforcement officials that are knowledgeable in youth development trends,
supportive of evidence-based prevention and intervention strategies, and who work closely with
community members to keep our streets safe, The youth-oriented policing provisions outtined in
this bill, particularly the emphasis on training, capacity-building, and community collaboration,
elevate the important role that faw enforcement can play in the community-wide effort to prevent
and reduce youth violence.

A Peace Officer who takes a juvenile into temporary
custody under 43-248 shall immediately take
reasonable measures to notify the juvenile’s
parent(s), guardian, custodian, or relative and shall
proceed as follows:

1) The Peace Officer shall release such juvenile;

2)  The Peace Officer shall prepare a notice requiring
the juvenile to appear before the juvenile
court or probation officer at a specified time and
date. The juvenile shall then be released.

3)  The Peace Officer shall take such juvenile
without unnecessary delay before the juvenile
court or Probation Officer.

4)  When a juvenile is taken into custody pursuant to
subsection (3) of 43-248, the Peace Officer may
deliver custody to the Department of Health and
Human Services. 1

In determining which disposition of the juvenile he or
she will make, the Probation Officer shall prefer the
alternative which least restricts the juvenile’s freedom
of movement if such alternative is compatible with the
best interests of the juvenile and the community.
