Crime Commission Report
Rivera shared an update on the membership of the Coalition.  An updated membership listing will be shared with all NCJJ members and it will be include all vacant positions.  Members have been asked to share vacancies with any interested parties and encourage them to apply for membership.  Also, new youth members were introduced.

Rivera updated the Coalition on budget information.  The 2006 funds have a remaining $2,435 that needs to be spent by March 31, 2009.  The 2007 funds have a remaining $25,000 that needs to be spent by September 30, 2009.  Extensions can be requested if needed. 

A copy of the Annual Report to the Governor was included in the NCJJ meeting mail out to all members.  On December 31st the presentation of the Annual Report will be presented to the Governor at 10:30 a.m. Connolly extended the invitation for all NCJJ members and staff who would like to attend to do so.  Connolly, Behm, Benjamin, Stukenholtz, and Blakely confirmed that they would be available to attend.  

Sub-Committee Reports

Executive Committee meet by phone November 17, 2008, Deb Burnight, the facilitator for the strategic plan, was part of the call.  The committee reviewed the steps Burnight would be doing to help the committee create their three year strategic plan. 
DMC met and T.J. McDowell stepped down as Chair from this committee.   Ron Johns volunteered to fulfill the role of DMC Chair.    

Piccolo reported preparation was taking place for the upcoming Grant Reviews and extended the offer to any members who would like to participate in reviewing grants this year.   The first Grant Review is tentatively scheduled for February 18-20, 2009.  


New Business

Rivera alerted the Coalition to several problems that had been experienced while reserving conference rooms within the State Office Building and suggested that the Coalition look into utilizing meeting spaces outside of the State Office Building.  The Coalition was in favor of utilizing alternative meeting spaces and requested sites that offer parking.   
Gendler offered appreciation and praise for the great work that Connolly has done as the NCJJ Chair.  Connolly was recognized by the full Coalition for his numerous years of dedication.
